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A dramatic environmental dilemma: is hunting by pigmies and the
Yanguere threatening the survival of animals in the Ngotto rainforest
in Central Africa? The research project of a young biologist (and
beach volleyball champion) is told using unique footage. Hunting
with nets, lethal traps, meat traders and the extraordinary
relationship that grows up between the scientist and the inhabitants
of a remote village in the unexplored jungle. We are in Kanaré, in
the heart of the rainforest of N'Gotto, a completely isolated spot
fourteen hours travel over dirt roads from Bangui, capital of the
Central African Republic. In this Bantu village of 80 inhabitants, in an
abandoned mud hut, lives a white zoologist, the 33-year-old Italian
Andrea Ghiurghi. This year, as always, he has left the beaches of the
world, where he plays beach-volley, representing Italy in the last
Olympics. For many months Andrea has been getting up at dawn or
in the middle of the night, whenever the weather permits, to join a
group of men from this or one of another three villages and following
them into the heart of the forest as they pursue their main activity:
hunting.
