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Walking through the beautiful forests of the Sicilian Nebrodi
Mountains you might come across what appears to be a herd of
small wild boars, but in reality, they are Nebrodi black pigs, a breed
that is diminishing in numbers and with it, meat of extremely high
quality. The Slow Food presidium is working to reunite breeders with
the old processing methods in order to preserve not only this
indigenous breed, but also all the products obtained from this pig.
