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Oranges, lemons, plums, figs: how often have we passed a tree laden
with fruit on our city streets and felt tempted to pick it? We tend to
assume that urban fruit is inedible or even harmful, but this is not the
case. The non-profit  organization Linaria has launched a project to
map, harvest, and distribute urban fruit in Rome, as well as to plant
new orchards. The fruit is primarily destined for social canteens and
food  banks,  and  sometimes  for  processing  workshops  to  produce
delicious jams. More than anything, however, this project promotes a
model of active citizenship, offering a fresh perspective on how to live
in our cities.
